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1.     Who is your Lord?  A question of ownership.  The way you answer the next nine questions determines this answer.  
Who is the most important person in your life?  You or God?  You must surrender your life to God, and then manage your life for God.  “Give yourselves completely to God . . . use your whole body as a tool to do what is right” (Rom. 6:13, LB).
Is Jesus your: (a) boss, (b) friend, (c) master?  If anything or anyone controls your life, it is your Lord.
2.     What kind of God saved you?  A question of response.  (a) Is He a forgiving Lord?  “Who forgiveth all thine iniquities” (Ps. 103:2).           (b) Is He a receiving Lord? “His father saw him and had compassion and ran . . . and kissed him” (Luke 15:20).  (c) Is He a demanding Lord?  “Repent” (Matt. 3:2).   (d) Is He an intimate Lord?  “Come          as children” (Matt. 7:21, 23).  (e) Is He an exact requiring Lord?  “Because narrow is the gate and difficult is the way which leads to life” (Matt. 7:14).  (f) Is He a rejecting Lord?  “Not everyone who says               to me ‘Lord . . . I never knew you’” (Matt. 7:21, 23). 
3.     What is the most important part of your life you could give God?  This is a question of priority.  “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all you mind” (Matt. 22:37).
(a)   Intellect.  Are you willing to think the way God thinks about your life?  (b) Emotions.  Will you love God and hate sin? (c) Will.  Will you let God make the decisions for your life?
4.     What sin in your life is the “trigger” that bothers you more than any other?  A question of weakness. The thoughts of our mind become the actions of our hands.”  God has not given us the spirit of fear”                 (II Tim. 1:7). (a) Do you know your weaknesses?  (b) What are you doing to overcome your weaknesses?
5.     What is the most important purchase you would make if you had all the money you wanted?  This is a question of inner desire; (a) a thing, (b) home, (c) car, (d) invest in your skills, i.e., education, (e) future, life-insurance or investment, (f) your business, (g) children’s future.  “Obedience to the Lord is good . . . more desirable than gold”                 (Ps. 19:8, 10, ELT).
6.     Who was your most influential friend, and what did he/she do for you?  A question of influence.  (a) Did they do something? (b) Did they teach you? (c) Did they help you? (d) Did they support you?           (e)  Were they your role model?   What did you do differently because of them?
7.     What was/is your greatest failure and how did it influence you for good or bad?  This is a question of overcoming. (a) Everyone fails           (b) Failures are a part of growth and education. (c) Don’t be marked by your failures. (d) Failure is the tuition we pay to learn in the school of opportunity.  (e) Every failure we overcome strengthens us to be victorious in the future.
8.     What is your greatest success and how did it influence you for good or bad?  This is a question of inward strength.  (a) Are you passive?            (b) Did success seek you, or did you passionately choose it?  (c)  Does a previous failure keep you from attempting something big? (d) Do you call yourself a success in life?  (d) Would you attempt the same thing again, or would you go for a bigger prize?
9.     What is the biggest thing you plan to do with your life?  (a) Are you waiting for an opportunity? (b) Will you attempt to create an opportunity to make it happen? (c) Is this a dream of the future?              (d) Are you walking a path to make it happen?
10.    What do you want God to do for you?  Jesus asked blind Bartimaeus, “What do you want Me to do for you?” (Luke 18:41).   Solomon asked for wisdom. “God said, ‘Ask what I shall do for you’” (I Kings 3:5).  “Give your servant an understanding heart” (I Kings 3:9).  “As a person thinketh in his heart, so is he” (Prov. 23:7).
