3.     The greatest entrance.  “I am the door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved” (Jn. 10:11).
4.     The greatest protection.  “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep” (Jn. 10:11).
5.     The greatest destination. “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live” (Jn. 11:25).

C.    THE NUMBER EIGHT IN THE OLD TESTAMENT CALENDAR
“Three times a year all your males shall appear before the Lord your   God . . . at the Feast of Unleavened Bread, at the Feast of Weeks,            and at the Feast of Tabernacles; and they shall not appear before the        Lord empty-handed” (Deut. 16:16).
1.      PASSOVER
a.     Seven Days, i.e., The Feast of Passover.   “But you shall offer an offering made by fire to the Lord for seven days. The seventh day shall be a holy convocation” (Lev. 23:8).
b.     Eight Day, i.e. The Feast of Firstfruits.  “You shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest to the priest.   He shall wave the sheaf before the Lord, to be accepted on your behalf; on the day after the Sabbath (Passover) the priest shall wave it” (Lev. 23:10-11).
2.     PENTECOST (means fifty).
a.     Seven weeks times seven days equal 49.  “Count fifty days to the day after the seventh Sabbath; then you shall offer a new grain offering to the Lord” (Lev. 23:16).
b.     The following day was Sunday which was Pentecost.
c.     The Holy Spirit came on Sunday, and the new church manifested itself on Sunday. 
3.     THE FEAST OF TABERNACLES.
a.     Week began on the Sabbath, plus one.  “You shall keep the feast of the Lord (Tabernacles) for seven days; on the first day there shall be a Sabbath-rest, and on the eighth day a Sabbath-rest” (Lev. 23:39).  “And on the eight day was a solemn assembly” (Neh. 8:18).
D.     THE EIGHT GREATEST MIRACLES IN JOHN
1.     A first miracle of introduction.  “This beginning of signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and manifested His glory; and His disciples believed in Him” (Jn. 2:11). 
2.     A miracle that transcends space.  Jesus tells the king’s cabinet member in Cana that his son in Capernaum was healed.  “The father . . . himself believed, and his whole household” (Jn. 4:53).
3.     A miracle of announcement.  “Therefore the Jews sought all the more to kill Him, because He not only broke the Sabbath, but also said that God was His Father, making Himself equal with God” (Jn. 5:18).
4.     A miracle of immensity.  “So the men sat down, in number about five thousand . . . when they were filled” (Jn. 6:10-11).
5.     A miracle of power over natural laws and storms.  “They saw Jesus walking on the sea” (Jn. 6:19).
6.     A miracle of sight to one born blind.  “So he went and washed, and came back seeing” (Jn. 9:7).
7.     A miracle of life to one dead four days.  “And he who had died came out bound hand and foot with graveclothes” (Jn. 11:44).
8.     The last miracle of His presence.  “Bring some of the fish which you have just caught” (Jn. 21:10).
