'But when you give a 
feast, invite the poor, 
the crippled, the lame, 
the blind, and you will 
be blessed, because 
they cannot repay you.

'Go out 
quickly to the streets 
and lanes of  the city, 
and bring in the poor 
and crippled and lame 
and blind...  Go out 
to the highways and 
hedges and compel 
people to come in, that 
my house may be f illed.'



Luke 18:15-17
Now they were 

bringing even infants 
to him that he might 

touch them. And when 
the disciples saw it, 
they rebuked them. 

But Jesus called them 
to him, saying, 'Let 

the children come to 
me, and do not hinder 

them, for to such 
belongs the kingdom 

of  God. Truly, I say to 
you, whoever does not 

receieve the kingdom 
of  God like a child 
shall not enter it. '
