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ABSTRACT

A STUDY ON THE FAMILY WORSHIP TRAINING FOR THE SETTLEMENT OF THE
FAMILY WORSHIP: THE CASE OF NONSAN CENTRAL CHURCH

This purpose of this study is to examine how the family worship training affects the settlement of
family worship within Korean churches, and thereby, stress the necessity and importance family worship
training in churches and suggest its specific methods. The Korean church in 21% century is experiencing
slow down and stagnation in its growth. There can be various reasons for this but indifference in
succession of faith due to the lack of education in faith at home is one of them.

In this context, the researcher will emphasize the necessity of family worship by observing that
education in faith should be conducted at home and will propose the family worship training for family
worship to settle. For these goals, the researcher observed family worships in the Bible and in Church
history; what the roles of parents are regarding family worship; the synthesis and analysis of the results
that the researcher conducted for this study; and thereby, focused on providing a model for family
worship that could be applied to family worship training in Korean churches.

Through this study, the researcher will suggest an effective training model for family worship in
Korean churches and argue that family worship training has a direct influence in church growth and in

succession of faith in families.

CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

This research is a study on how family worship training affects the church members for
the settlement of family worship. A family is the most basic and significant community that God
established through His order of creation. A family must maintain its original function according
to the will of God. Today, families are being collapsed and parents’ authority is being lost.
Education in faith is not being carried out at homes of believers. Parents who serve God have an
obligation to nurture their children to be God’s people who possess the right personality and
value. In this context, the researcher will present family worship so that the following elements
will be practiced: educational function of the family, responsibility of home education through
parents, and conducting education of faith. Conducting family worship all together with the
family members is a big benefit to their spiritual lives. Family worship helps the family members
to be engaged in one another in faith, experience the presence of God, be assured of God’s
mastership in the family, and have obedient and dedicating mind towards God.

In the past, researches on family worship were mostly introduced as one of the Christian
home educations from various programs or were mostly on statistical investigations of
correlation between the church and family. These researches were not adequate for ways to settle
and maintain family worship. In this context, the researcher proposed the family worship training
as a plan for conducting family worship settlement. The purpose of this study is to examine how
family worship training affects the settlement of family worship, and thereby, present a plan for

family worship settlement.
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Initially, the researcher studied the biblical backgrounds. Studies on family worship of
Noah, Abraham, command from Shema, Job, and the New Testament were introduced. Thereby,
the researcher argued that family worship is God’s command and that the faithful protagonists
had been conducting family worship.

Theological basis for the study were laid on the doctrine of God and ecclesiology. In
terms of the doctrine of God, worship is not merely conducted in the sanctuary but is conducted
though the whole life of believers. When considering much time being spent at home, conducting
family worship has much to do with worshiping God throughout believers’ lives. In terms of
ecclesiology, the first duty as a church is to worship God, and therefore, church members should
be worshiping God everyday. Second duty of a church is to nurture the members. This nurturing,
becoming mature as saints, is also conducted through worship. Third duty of a church is
evangelism. Family worship is a testimony of one’s family and it can be a way to testify the
gospel to the neighbors. When a family achieves harmony, that aspect becomes a good influence
to the neighbors.

This research aims to study the biblical, theological, and Christian historical notions of
family worship, and the parental roles in conducting family worship, and thereby, confirm what
areas are applicable to Korean churches in 21 century. Additionally, there will be studies on how
the family worship training can be employed in settlement of family worship. Regarding the
specific study procedures, a model of developmental family worship training will be presented
through conducting a survey to the church members of Nonsan Central church who participated
in the family worship training.

There will be two categories of literatures for this research. First are literatures that give

aid in understanding the parental roles for family worship ministry in churches. These literatures
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will be grounds to argue that the church must able to give aid when families are in tribulations
and has responsibility to settle Christian culture at homes in the midst of the contaminated
modern society. They also provide a formula for the parents to be connected to the church
according to the biblical principles, to pass on the faith, and to build firm the next generation.
Second category of the literatures is resources regarding family worship. It presents the
necessity, benefit, a desirable model, history, hinderances, and overcoming plans of hinderance
of family worship.

Additionally, there will be synthesis and analysis of the study that the researcher
conducted regarding the effect of the family worship training to the settlement of family worship

and examination on how to apply them in family worship training.
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CHAPTER 2

THE RATIONALE FOR FAMILY WORSHIP

Family worship refers to family members worshiping God together. Worship is a
reverential ritual giving praise to God with one’s body, heart, strength, and life. Worship can be
defined as encountering God. Encountering God cannot be limited to being conducted merely in
churches. God is omnipresent, and therefore, worship is possible anywhere. In this sense, family
worship can be referred to encountering God at homes. The Westminster Catechism defined
family worship as following: “God is to be worshiped in spirit and truth in private families
daily.” Therefore, a family of believers must worship God with all the family members.

A family being a community of faith means, overall, that family worship is being
conducted. The benefits of conducting family worship are as following: through family worship,
parents influence their children spiritually: parents help the spiritual formation of their children;
husbands and wives learn to respect and love each other; and family members learn the Bible and
prayerful life.

Because family worship time should be about sharing the blessings and worshiping all
together, one should focus on scheduling a time when all the members can assemble rather that
focusing on the frequency of conducting family worship. Basic contents that should be included
in family worship are prayer, the Word of God, and praise songs. Ideally, free and warm
atmosphere where all the members can unite in worshiping God is recommended rather than
being carried by a formal format. The head of the household prays for the family with spiritual
authority. By having the children observe this aspect of the household, they should be

encouraged to be eager for God’s blessing. Through family worship, the members learn to submit

to the authority of the household, and thereby, order is settled, and education is conducted at
homes.

Churches have responsibility regarding worship. Churches need to provide aid to
families and parents through parental education because settlement of family worship is not an
easy task. Churches should help each family’s family worship by providing directions and
programs that will restore and vitalize family worship. Churches should also help them to initiate
and maintain family worship. There needs to be a follow-up management even after the family
worship training. Spiritually healthy families mean spiritually healthy church. An issue in one
family affects the church. Therefore, churches should always look into families of church
members.

Observing the biblical backgrounds of worship, Cain and Abel seem to have been
worshiping God because they learned it from Adam and Eve. Noah worshiped God with all his
family members right after he got off the ark. Abraham also conducted worship in his family and
he commanded obedience in God’s ways to his children. The children succeeded his faith. In the
era of the Torah, all families worshiped God through the Passover Feast by commemorating the
meaning of the Passover. Additionally, parents received the Shema from God and educated their
children through it. The Shema states that education at home is a command to the parents and
that the parents have responsibility in children’s education. Through the Shema, the parents
educated their children along with family worship. Job tried to have his children live godly
through family worship. Job was a man who revered God. He was revering God in fear of his
children bringing disgrace to God. For this reason, Job was diligent in examining his children.
Cornelius was a foreigner yet conducted family worship. The fact that even foreigners conducted

family worship shows that, in those days, family worship was a lifestyle between the Jews.
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Timothy was educated in faith by his mother and grandmother which was conducted through
family worship.

In historical perspective, family worship was conducted from the Early Church era and
children’s education of faith was conducted through family worship. In the Middle Age, as the
Catholic church expanded, family worship withered. This was due to the passive participation of
the congregation in worship derived by the monks and priests leading all the rituals which made
the congregation sit at a spectators’ seats. However, family worship was restored through the
Reformation. Martin Luther and John Calvin stressed the parent’s spiritual role towards their
children and recommended that the parents should teach the Bible and doctrines to the children.
In Scotland, a model for practical family worship was provided through producing a manual for
family worship, and thereby, a standard for family worship was presented. The pastors
continuously taught and trained the church members to conduct family worship. The Puritans
also regarded family worship important. Every family was a church whose minister was the
household of the family and was to listen to the Word of God twice a day. Through family
worship, they repented thoroughly and examined themselves regarding daily godly life. Korean
churches in its early stage also emphasized family worship. Family worship other than public
worship was believers’ proper duty. Family worship was stressed even to the point where specific

directions of family worship were written in the constitution of the General Assembly.
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CHAPTER 3

UNERSTANDING OF FAMILY AND ROLE OF PARENTS FOR FAMILY WORSHIP

Family is the smallest unit in composing a society. A family composed with spouses
centered and is an environment where an individual participates socially for the first time after
birth. Every human being learns the foundation on how to act and forms one’s personality
through family. God made family so that one can experience true love through it.

Family in the Old Testament was where religion and life were conducted together.
Parents had missions to deliver the will of God to the children and train them. Family in the New
Testament was a reduction and an actual type of a church.

The reason for God having establish family was to please and glorify Him. In addition, it
was for expansion of the Kingdom of God through families. Through family, sexual desire was
satisfied legally, birth was given to pious children, and nurturing the children with faith and in
whole personality was conducted.

One of the hinderances in family worship is in cases where parents feel the lack of
leadership to lead family worship and struggle in this matter. Parents need to lead family worship
and be in charge of children’s education. However, because of the pressure for this leadership,
there are many cases where family worship and education of faith are not conducted. Therefore,
parents need to be equipped with adequate capability. Only then, they will be able to lead family
worship and educate the children in faith. Parent’s role in the Old Testament was educating their
children in faith. Parents in this era had authorities as teachers as well as parents. The New
Testament also stresses parents educating their children and the parents trained their children

with vocation.
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Regarding the principle of parent’s roles, first, there is a role as a teacher. This is about
giving influence to children regarding their faith, personality, and the direction of their lives.
Second, there is a role as a counselor. Parents should be able to understand, tolerate, and embrace
their children with love. Third, there is a role as a leader in life. Children observe the world
through their parent’s eyes. Fourth, there is a role as a priest. Parents must pray for their children
and be responsible for children’s faith.

Parents in Christian families need suitable capability to nurture their children in faith.
Parents must be mature in advance. Therefore, churches need to provide parental education so
that parents can carry out the mission as a teacher of faith. Nurturing the children with faith is a
command from God. Education of faith is initiated in an individual and passed on to his or her
children at homes. This is why parents need to be educated in advance. In this sense, parental
education has its purpose in enhancing the role as parents, helping them to have correct cognition
about their children, equipping them with appropriate knowledges and capabilities, and thereby,
not only helping them to have development personally but being parents as teachers.

Regarding the characteristics of parental education, first, it should be biblical. Parents
must first learn to revere God. Secondly, parental education should be educational. This is
because it must achieve educational effectiveness. Thirdly, parental education should be
practical. The education will only be effective when dealing with the practical issues that parents
face in their lives. Regarding the contents of parental education, first, it should enhance the
spiritual maturity of the parents. Secondly, it should include not only contents for parent’s
maturity but also contents for children’s education.

The reason that parents fail in passing on faith to their children is not because they lack

the love for God or for his or her children. It is due to the incapability in delivering the full love
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and grace of God to the children. Therefore, faithful parents need to develop their capabilities in

carrying out the mission and calling of nurturing their children to be God’s people.
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CHAPTER 4

RESEARCH SURVEY FOR FAMILY WORSHIP TRAINING

The purpose of this study is to understand the current status of family worship training
being conducted, to reveal the effectiveness of family worship training, and to suggest a
developmental direction of family worship training. 30 church members who experienced family
worship training participated in the survey. Survey questions were consisted of 30 questions in
total: 4 on personal questions, 8 on spiritual life, 4 on family worship, and 14 on the influence of
family worship training.

Regarding frequency analysis, male and female participants each accounted for 50%.
The main age group was the group of 30-40 and participants who attended church more than 10
years showed much interest in family worship. They were all people who received Jesus as their
savior and were endeavoring to obey the will of God. For this, they were reading the Bible and
praying on daily basis. They were attending public worship and were acknowledging the
mastership of God in their homes. There was spiritual atmosphere in their homes, and they were
regarding their children as God’s children.

Regarding questions on family worship, 40% replied that family worship is needed and
30% replied that family worship was difficult to conduct. Regarding the reason for the difficulty
in conducting family worship, 40% replied that it was because it is hard for all the members to
gather and 36.7% replied that it was because they did not know how to lead family worship.
Regarding the anticipations through family worship, 56.7%r replied that they wanted spiritual
growth of the family and 13.3% replied they expected children’s succession of faith.

About the question on if they became to acknowledge the importance of family worship
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through family worship training, 90% replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to
acknowledge what the hinderance to family worship was through family worship training, 93.4%
replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to acknowledge the role of a family through
family worship training, 93.3% replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to
acknowledge the biblical foundation of family worship through family worship training, 86.7%
replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to acknowledge the principle of family
worship through family worship training, 90.0% replied “Yes.” About the question on if they
became to acknowledge the effectiveness of family worship through family worship training,
93.3% replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to acknowledge the practical methods
of family worship through family worship training, 86.7% replied “Yes.” About the question on
if they became to endeavor for developing capabilities to lead family worship through family
worship training, 83.3% replied “Yes.” About the question on if they became to acknowledge the
role of the church for family worship settlement through family worship training, 83.4% replied
“Yes.” 83.6% of the participants replied that they came to endeavor in practicing family worship
after family worship training and 96.7% replied that family worship training is needed.
Regarding the question on why family worship training is needed, 53.8% accounted for “spiritual
growth,” 32% for children’s education in faith, and 12% for harmony of the family.

It can be said that family worship training was well conducted when observing the cross-
tabulation analysis on how the participants replied positively to the question of cognition of
family worship training regardless of their years of faith life or how long the family had been
believers. Regarding the cross-tabulation between daily prayers, Bible reading, active attendance
in public services, and whether there was a cognition in ways to conduct family worship, there

emerged a notable statistical difference. Noteworthy statistical difference was also noticed in
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cross-tabulation between daily prayers, Bible reading, active attendance in public services, and
whether there was an endeavor in strengthening the capability of leading family worship.

Thus, the participants were acknowledging family worship training as an effective
program for educating children in faith as well as for individual spiritual growth. The participants
anticipated harmony within the family and spiritual growth through family worship. Overall,
they anticipated for succession of faith through education of faith. These are the conclusions
from analyzing the survey. When observing the conclusions, there are limits to family worship
training despite of its many positive elements. The limit is in the continuity between the training
and practice. Through this analysis, it is clear that family worship training is a beneficial tool for

spiritual growth in the family and for children’s succession of faith.
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CHAPTER 5

METHODS FOR THE OPERATION OF FAMILY WORSHIP TRAINING

Family worship training aims for restoring the essence of worship and practicing family
worship which God is pleased with. It has its purpose on having family worship offered wholly
to God and on our lives and families being transformed through family worship.

Family worship training is processed through 8 weeks program. The textbook which is
composed of 8 lessons is categorized in three stages. First is the stage of understanding family
worship. This stage examines the definition and essence of family worship. Additionally,
participants look through the importance and benefits of family worship and observe family
worships in the Bible. Through examining family worships displayed in the Bible, this stage
helps the participants to restore biblical family worship.

Stage two examines each elements of family worship so that all elements will glorify
God. Teachings of elements and their essences such as praise, prayer, the Word of God, and
fellowship are conducted so that all elements will be offered to God wholly in the worship place.

Stage three teaches the attitude in family worship and what to do to connect worship
with life. Thereby, this stage helps the participants in having family worship flow through their
general family lives.

In week 1, definition, essence, importance, and benefits of family worship are taught. In
week 2, family worship in the Bible, biblical origin of family worship, and its definition are
taught. In week 3, family worship in Christian history is taught. Week 3 shows how faithful
ancestors kept on conducting family worship. Week 4 teaches the definition and function of

family; biblical aspects of family; the purpose of God’s establishment of family; and how aspects
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of family should be considering that family is the place for worship. Week 5 teaches the roles of
Christian parents and their principles. Week 6 teaches the necessity for enhancing parent’s role
for family worship and parental education for this purpose. Week 7 teaches the correlation
between church and family worship and the roles of the church for family worship. Week 8
teaches practical methods for conducting family worship and encourages the participants to
actually practice family worship.

Every week, workshops were conducted to have the participants share theoretical parts
that they have learned so that they could review and apply them. Book reviews were also
conducted so that they could make up for the lack in theoretical parts taught through lectures.

Through presenting various models of family worship, appropriate examples for
different situations were introduced. For example, morning family worship has its value in
surrendering that one day to God. Family worship conducted at breakfast has its value in
thanking God for the provided food. Family worship at noon is a prayer time for each family
members who are dispersed to each workplace. Family worship at dinner is a time to share and
wrap up the day through the Word of God. Family worship before bedtime is a thanksgiving time
for protection of the day. Additionally, supplication for protection even in sleep can be made.

The reason for conducting family worship training is to help each family have family
worship settled. Through family worship training, participants come to understand family
worship, learn ways to lead family worship, and equip themselves with the capability to lead
family worship. It cannot be said that family worship will be perfectly settled in families through
family worship training. However, anticipation can be made on how the participants will
understand the necessity for family worship and on their endeavor of participants in family

worship settlement. Through this training, churches will pay more attention in family ministry
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and church members will continue their spiritual lives not only in the church but also at their
homes. In this sense, family worship functions as a bridge in spiritual life.

One of the assurances that the researcher achieved through the study on the history of
family worship was that the faithful ancestors not only worshiped in public but also at their
homes and they taught the family members to do so. Therefore, churches need to take care of the
church members so that they can conduct family worship and each family need to follow the

directions from churches to practice family worship.
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CHAPTER 6

CONCLUSION

Family worship training ministry was one that the researcher put the most focus on in his
pastoral ministry. This program was conducted during the researcher’s agony for church growth
and revival. This study clearly showed the importance of family worship through examining the
biblical and theological meanings of family worship. The researcher observed how family
worship was succeeded throughout history and how churches experienced growth and revival
through family worship.

The researcher experienced the endeavors in the church in conducting family worship as
family worship training was conducted and as the importance of family worship was appealed.
The characteristic of family worship is that the family gets established as a community of faith.
One pitiful element is in participants’ application in their actual lives after the cognition of the
importance of family worship. This part is left to each individual’s spiritual growth.

Spiritual life is initiated at homes not from churches. Parents have the responsibility to
pass on the faith to children and this is the way to revive churches. Parental education is
necessary for family worship. Conducting and maintaining family worship is difficult without
parents being biblically trained. Therefore, parents need to be thoroughly educated and trained.

The bias of the participants from the survey showed that they recognized the importance
of family and succession of faith. When family worship based on the Bible is conducted at
homes, the identity as God’s people becomes explicit. When the importance of family and
succession of faith are carried out and this good circulation continues just as the Early Church

presented its spiritual dynamics, churches will experience growth and revival.
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Limitations still remain in this study. First limitation is that this study cannot be applied
to the whole Korean church because it was conducted in one church which has its regional and
denominational limitation. Second limitation is in the specification of samples: issue of
representativeness. If following studies were conducted, the researcher anticipates them to be
universally applicable to Korean churches through expanding the samples.

The researcher anticipates that, through this study, spiritual lives will be restored from
the families of members of Korean churches through vitalization of family worship. If paying
more attention to education of faith at homes and following researches continued, transition of
Korean churches from stagnation to growth will happen. The researcher hopes that this one
example of family worship training for vitalizing family worship will lead to dynamics in the
church, become a stepping stone for continuous revival and growth for the church, and

eventually lead growth in each church.
