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Abstract: Reduction of live hospice discharges in the form of revocations is necessitated in order to maintain regulatory compliance and meet quality measures. Upon admission to hospice services, many have not considered personal desire regarding further intervention beyond Do Not Resuscitate (DNR) status. Evidence-based practice has revealed Physician Order for Scope of Treatment (POST) forms as effective in enhancing translation of patient desires related to care and interventions at end-of-life. Project clinical question asks if implementation of POST forms upon admission to hospice services would result in decreased revocations with related emergency department (ED) visits and hospital readmission reduction when compared to those not utilizing POST forms. Conduction of an in-depth literature review was performed in order to support the proposed question. Implementation of POST forms upon admission to hospice services in order to facilitate end-of-life wishes, decrease revocations, emergency department visits and hospital readmissions was supported. Based upon the nature of the Doctor of Nursing Practice (DNP) scholarly project, an evidence-based practice project has been implemented. This involves a quantitative, non-experimental pilot project utilizing the Iowa Model as the foundational framework. Outcome measures are guided by a cross-sectional correlational design due to time restraints. A convenience sample of 8-15 patients will have the POST form reviewed upon hospice admission by a POST facilitator within an identified time frame. Outcomes in the form of revocations, emergency department visits and hospital readmissions will be reviewed and compared with those having not received POST intervention. Implication for future projects involves utilization of POST forms to identify hospice appropriateness both physically and mentally at it relates to philosophy and plan of care. 
Christian worldview integration: Personal Christian worldview has informed the presented evidence-based practice project in various aspects. Throughout the trigger identification phase intent was present to improve outcomes at the micro and macro level. Project design was driven through desire to implement evidence-based practice in a practical manner while concomitantly bringing honor and glory to Christ. Result communication will be presented in a manner which is concise, backed by statistical data, and easy to understand. Biblical precedent is set within the book of Ecclesiastes to perform every task and endeavor as unto the Lord (Holy Bible, KJV). Christian providers hold a responsibility to utilize knowledge and education obtained for the promotion of quality care and improved outcomes while concomitantly pointing others to Christ. Through the challenges of each project phase desire has remained present to make a positive difference in manifold avenues of the healthcare arena. End-goal involves making a difference on earth and for the Kingdom of Heaven. Meeting of said goal requires maintaining compliance with regulatory statues. Scripture provides a reminder of the importance of heeding government authority in Romans chapter 13 which states, “Let everyone be subject to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except that which God has established (Holy Bible, KJV).” The stated project will impact a current healthcare culture focused upon end of life care goals, advanced directives, hospital readmissions, struggles with regulator compliance, quality indicators and improved outcomes. This will occur through implementation of current evidence-based practice driven in the form of POST forms and driven by Biblical principles.
